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Through universal contacts, the Healthy Lifestyle Pathway Service promotes healthy lifestyles and supports children’s healthy development across Nottingham City. To assess the effectiveness and impact of this intervention, SSBC commissioned the Royal Society for Public Health to conduct a comprehensive process and impact evaluation of the Healthy Lifestyles Pathway.
